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  Additional reminders for everyone:  

· Each owner of a pet is responsible for clean up and removal of such pet’s excrement from any area of English Meadows.  If you are taking your pet for a walk, please be sure to carry items with you to clean up and make sure they do not damage your neighbor’s property.

· No boats, boat trailers, other trailers, mobile homes, recreational or habitable motor vehicles of any nature will be kept except within a garage.  No trucks or commercial type vehicles will be parked overnight except in an enclosed garage.

· Access walks for commons areas are not to be used for parking vehicles.

· Vehicles shall not be parked so that sidewalks are blocked.

Included in this mailing is a letter regarding the “Neighborhood Watch” Program.  Please review it carefully.  We need 80% participation to be allowed to place signs.  This is important to everyone.
