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Landscaping

We recognize that not everyone moves into their home during planting season, making it very difficult to complete the landscaping requirements as outlined in the association covenants; therefore, residents have 12 months from the time that residency occurs for compliance with these requirements. We want to express our appreciation to everyone who puts forth their best effort to make our community one to be proud of. 

Also, the Board has met with the Ingham County Drain Commissioner regarding steps we can take to ensure the health of the ponds in our neighborhood. More information regarding projects will be forthcoming; however, a more simple way to assist is to ensure that any fertilizer you are applying to your property is free of phosphorous. If you are a TruGreen customer, all of their products are phosphorous-free. In addition, phosphorous-free products can be ordered at Ace Hardware at $9.99 per 5000 square feet.

Neighborhood Watch

Participation simply requires making a phone call as part of a “phone tree” should an event occur.
