Board of Directors Meeting

September 14, 2006

John Prush called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.  

Board members present:  John Prush, John Lindley, Geoff Ruonavaara, Nancy Case, Patricia Wysong, Byron Callies, and Valerie Alleman.  

Visitors present:  

It was moved by John P., seconded by John L. and passed unanimously, to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2006 regular meeting as presented.

Financial Report:

Discussion was held on outstanding trash invoices.  It was moved by John L., seconded by Geoff and passed unanimously, to send a second letter to Mr. Derby and Mr. Telford reminding them of the deadline with trash to be discontinued October 1, 2006 if balance is not paid.

Nancy reported that new residents at 5019 Glendurgan need a welcome letter and trash payment amount.  The letter is to be sent upon determination of trash payment due.

Nancy presented the current financial reports.  It was moved by John P., seconded by Pat and passed unanimously, to accept the report as presented.

Lawn Care:
Geoff presented quotes from Lake State for various options on commons area maintenance.  It was moved by John L., seconded by John P. to hire Lake State to do the cheap option on the cul-de-sac, build new trails and re-do the old trails.  Discussion ensued regarding the cost of this proposal and the amount of funds available in the budget.  It was moved by John L. to amend his motion to hire Lake State to do the cheap option on the cul-de-sac, build the new trails, include the Eifert Road entrance area, and recommend that the old paths be re-built next year at a quoted amount of $3,353 for this years work.  The motion was seconded by John P. and passed unanimously.

Drain Commissioner:

Pat reported that the Ingham County Drain Commissioner would be available to come on October 12, 2006 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss potential options for the ponds.

Property Lien:

Valerie presented the property lien for Mr. Secord with John P. to sign and have notarized so Valerie can file the document with the Ingham Register of Deeds.

Bereavement Money:

Discussion was held on phone calls and e-mails regarding the establishment of a bereavement fund.  It was moved by John P. to start an optional social fund to be used for social events and flowers.  The motion died for lack of support.  Additional discussion included welcome baskets and the purpose of the association, which is for maintenance of the commons areas.  It was moved by Pat, seconded by Geoff and passed unanimously, to remove bereavement and welcome baskets from the budget.

New Business:

Nancy reported on a request from her husband to allow placement of two bird houses for tree swallows near the ponds.  It was moved by John P. seconded by Geoff and passed unanimously, to allow placement of the bird houses pending no adverse issues presented by the Drain Commissioner at the next meeting.

It was requested the letters be sent to all residents adjacent to the new paths (lot 71, 72, 75, 76, 35, and 36) notifying them of the date the new paths are to be completed as soon as the date has been determined by Lake State as well as notifying them of the need to remove any personally placed items in these locations.

Valerie reported on a resident who wishes to place a horseshoe pit in the commons area.  Discussion included enthusiasm with the concept, potential for each resident to bring their own horseshoes to the location eliminating a need for a storage location, and concerns with potential injuries caused by the stakes with people walking in the commons areas after dark.  No action was taken.

Pat presented information from the Conservation District for tree sales. 

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
